SMOKING LAWS IN CT

As of Tuesday, October 1st, a new law regarding
smoking went into effect in the state of Connecticut
Businesses will no longer be able to sell cigarettes,
cigars, chewing and pipe tobacco and vaping
products to people younger than 21, which is up from
the previous age of 18.
